THE LION OF THE TRIBE OF JUDAH

The lion represents STRENGTH


Judah [Ywuwaah] means CELEBRATE  (strongs 3063)   From the word [yad] 3027  meaning a hand, the open one, indicating power, means, directions.  Also from the word  [yadah] 3034   hold out the hands, revere or worship with uplifted hands.

Judah’s standard was green with the symbol of a lion.

Judah was first to receive the allotted possessions west of Jordan.

AS THE PRAISE AND WORSHIP   FLOWS FROM THEIR HEART  (must be by the Spirit)  AND COME BEFORE HIS THONE AS A SWEET  ENCENSE RISING BEFORE HIM.. IT IS A BEAUTIFUL SIGHT BEFORE THE LORD.  .  HE WILL MAKE THE WAY OPEN SO THAT WHOSOEVER WILL MAY BE CAUGHT UP IN THE SPIRIT AND BE TRANSCENDED INTO HIS HOLY PLACE.  HE INCLINES HIS EAR TO THOSE THAT WORSHIP HIM.  IN HIS PRESENCE IS FULLNESS OF JOY, HEALING, PEACE, SALVATION………

When we bring this type of praise before him, it comes through songs of worship and directed to him directly.  Entering into the throne room in this way, means hearts and hands lifted to openly call him Majesty, or saying “You are my Lord, I love you Lord”.  Not just songs about him, but to him. Not just someone that has a favorite song or calls out a page number at the last minute.  It needs to be directed by the Holy Spirit.   Songs will break forth out of the Sprit and then when that kind of glory falls, the preaching is easy and accomplishes what is needed.  It cannot be worked up in emotions, but only comes when the people really will let go and just love the Lord.  They have to be led into this.  Most do not know how to just forget about themselves and enter into his worship.  They have to be led.  Sheep just have to be led.
