HOW TO DISCERN GOD’S WILL

DISCERN = To distinguish, To make out with the eye or by the mind; as something afar off or obscure, as a figure approaching through a fog.  


WILL = The mental faculty by which one deliberately chooses or decides upon a course of action; volition.



Volition  The act or instance of making a conscious choice or decision.   (the will)

Gen 3:8-10   God came to commune with Adam, but found sin.

Ps 68:2  (1& 2)  Let God arise, let his enemies be scattered: let them also that hate him flee before him,  2.  As smoke is driven away, so drive them away: as wax melteth before the fire, so let the wicked perish at the presence of God.  3.  But let the righteouse be glad; let them rejoice before God: yea, let them exceedingly rejoice. 4 Sing unto God, ……….

Jonah 1:3  1. Now the word of the Lord came unto Jonah the son of Amittai, saying  2. Arise, go to Nineveh, that great city, and cry against it; for their wickedness is come up before me.  3.  But Jonah rose up to flee unto Tarshish from the presence of the Lord, and went down to Joppa ……….

Only when we spend time in his presence will our discernment sharpen and then only can we know his will.

They actually ran from the very way to see his will.  To discern what he wanted them to do.   

WHEN YOU RUN AWAY YOU RUN INTO THE ARMS OF THE ENEMY.  
To often God’s children go the wrong way and never discern his will for their lives.

I Jn 1:  Last week I preached about walking in the Light.  In his presence there is light of his will.  In light you can see or discern.  

God’s Will in accordance to His Word for you is:
1. Salvation,  spirit, soul and body

2. To attain to his righteousness.

3. To be renewed in the spirit of your mind.

4. To be healed of diseases in you physical body.

5. To prosper and have all of your financial needs met.

6. To love him and serve him as he calls with all of your heart.

7. To be a good witness to others and lead them to Christ Jesus.

8. To save your family, friends, neighbors and all that you come in contact with.  

9. Most of all he wants you to fellowship with him in the Holy Spirit that he may strengthen you and lead you in all of his ways. 
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
